Borough Cllr Maclean was in attendance and gave a report that covered:-
1. ECC & CBC are currently preparing budgets for the coming year, funding for services in light of the current cost of living crisis would need careful planning and cuts could not be ruled out.
2. The application for the proposed Solar Farm at Hardy’s Green was still open for comment. An overview of comments received to date were mainly in connection of questioning use of farm land as opposed to roofing at industrial sites.

It was agreed by all Councillors present that if Tiptree Parish Council remained of the view that they were going to support a return to Plan A then, communication between both Parish Councils would be viewed as being concluded. 	A12/A120 widening:
i) Update on National Highways communications.	Cllr Bob Suckling confirmed his last reply to communications received from NH remained unanswered..
ii) To hear any reports from Community Action Groups. It was confirmed that MIAG would be in attendance but outside of the village hall at the same time as the meeting being held inside by NH on 21st October 2022. MIAG felt it important to be transparent and would offer information leaflets to members of the public attending by way of counterbalancing communications.

	To review allotments and future management.
It was agreed by all Councillors present that allotment contracts needed updating especially in light of no clause under GDPR rules when it came to sharing of data. It was also agreed for an increase to rents to be implemented and the Clerk will prepare new tenancy agreements and a covering letter for circulation to all current allotment holders. The Parish Council will also become a member of the National Allotment Association with a view to managing all aspects of the allotments from 1st October 2023.
